The OMHA Board of Directors' meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM on Wednesday, October 12, 2011 at the meeting room located in the US BANK Building, 1901 Grand Avenue, Glenwood Springs, CO 81601.

Meeting called to order by Ronny Ullrich.

QUORUM ESTABLISHED:

HOMEOWNER'S FORUM:  

Ronny Ullrich re-established the format and intent for the forum.

An owner expressed concern and questioned his proportion of the lawn mowing expenses.  He would like the Board to consider a different formula for parceling out the expenses for mowing and road maintenance.  Currently he feels that North Meadowview Court is paying more than it should because of open space, and feels that since all members can use this space that expenses should be divided differently than it has been in the past.  He also questioned why we mow the shoulder of Oak Way when it is a County Road.  His feeling is that it should include all owners as it relates to these common expenses. He would also like to request a refund and reallocation of the funds paid in up to this point.  The Board agreed to table this discussion and move to the Agenda for next month.  
 APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

There was a motion to approve the minutes. The motion was seconded and approved. Randy and Bruce abstained.
 FINANCIALS:

Approval of Expenditures:

There was a motion to approve the expenditures.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.  

Review of Financials:

Financials were reviewed.  After discussion there was a motion made to hire Hindman Sanchez specifically for collections/foreclosures and to retain Garfield & Hecht for other legal matters.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. It was also agreed that three current cases be turned over to them for a cursory review and response.  
There was also discussion as to the costs and use of the credit card processing system for homeowner dues.  The Board determined that this topic should be added to the next meeting agenda. First Choice Properties will bring documentation of costs and usage at that time. 

OLD BUSINESS:

The grass cutting proposal deadline was formally extended to October 19, 2011.  After this date, it was agreed that all bids would be scanned and emailed to Board.  It is also on the next meeting Agenda for discussion and review.

Randy Walther provided an update on road repairs. He has had difficulty contacting Grand River as they apparently are extremely busy and are ignoring his calls.  He contacted Frontier Paving and has scheduled a meeting with them for October 17, 2011.  Randy will email the Board with his findings, he is hopeful that they can assist and be very competitive in pricing since they already have equipment up there. There was also some mention of contacting Lyons Construction and Paving.
There was discussion on the punch list letter that was sent to the Oak Meadows Board in January of 2009.  The copy of the letter will be sent to all Board Members for their review and it has been added to the agenda for November. 

Ronny has been unable to investigate and produce the chemical/MSDS sheet for the Board to review prior to thistle removal scheduled for April 2012.  This item has been moved to the next agenda. 

The tennis court netting will be taken down by Randy Walther on December 1, 2011.  The Closed for the Season sign will also return for the winter season. 

NEW BUSINESS:

It was agreed that should an owner request particular document, the Board would determine whether or not the specific document was appropriate to be shared, and if so would have no problem in sharing such public information.   

Five of the owners that were on the RV wait list were contacted and three of them agreed that they would like to be able to use the berm for storing their items this winter.  Greg Beightel received the list and will contact the owners in order to schedule.  The cost will be $25.00.  A hold harmless waiver must be signed also.
There was discussion on the possible purchase of a sign that would read “No ATV’s Allowed.” It was agreed that no sign would be purchased.
