The OMHA Board of Directors meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. on Wednesday, June 9, 2010 on the patio area of the U.S. Bank, 1901 Grand Avenue, Glenwood Springs, CO 81601.
HOMEOWNER’S FORUM: Betty Scranton asked for clarification as to where the proposed fines had been generated.  It was determined that the recommended fines were presented by the ACC.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Minutes were not approved and had not been reviewed by the Secretary prior to mail out with June statements.  Minutes to be reviewed and revised in hopes to be approved by July meeting.

FINANCIALS:
Approval of Expenditures:  Expenditures were reviewed and approved.  
Review of Financials – Aging AR :   First Choice Properties brought to the attention of the Board the most recent foreclosure and bankruptcy notices.  There was lengthy discussion on the processing of liens, foreclosures and collection processes available to the Association.  There was a motion to hire an attorney in order to handle the collections after First Choice had utilized all other options and that all fees would be directly passed on to the individual homeowner as they would be incurred.  Any future foreclosure and bankruptcy notices will be sent to Garfield and Hecht. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS:
Playground Update:   Getting the site ready is going to require some work and there were some circumstances that deterred the installation of the equipment.  There is much confusion over which site was selected.  We are currently one month behind schedule. In reference to the question as to the legality of ownership of the property in which the playground equipment shall be installed, Ronnie reported that Chris Adelman met with Garfield and Hecht.  It was reported that the filing on a plat makes it a legal designation and therefore the property is owned by the HOA. 
Tennis Court Update: The tennis court is to be repaired by Saturday, June 12, 2010.  We will need to inspect the cracks and consider painting the entire court at some point in the future.  Ronny Ulrich purchased a new padlock for the courts and First Choice Properties will have their phone number added to the new sign that they will purchase and install.
RV Parking:  First Choice Properties updated the Board on the procedures and how the process unfolded.  Two members on the wait list were able to secure spots this year with 11 remaining on the wait list.  There was some discussion on two year renewals, but it was decided that we would keep it as is.
Drainage and Wall Complaint:  The complaint that surfaced at the last meeting has been addressed.  The wall has been rebuilt and we will follow up on the drainage next month.

Repair of Old Midland:  Randy is securing bids for sweeping roads and repairing Old Midland.   He will also have them check the ditches at the mail boxes at the same time. 

Repair of West Sunlight Mailboxes:  Cliff repaired the mailboxes per last board meeting directive and the ditches around the mail boxes will be put on the agenda for the next Board Meeting.

Pile of Gravel in South Meadowview Court: The gravel has been moved.

Discussion on Staggered Election of Officers:  There was discussion on the changes that would have to take place in order for this to occur.  Governing documents would require change, membership approval and substantial attorney costs.  The task would be monumental and there was a motion made that the staggering of officers would just not be feasible at this time.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 
New Business:   Construction deposit released to Carlos Sanchez.
