The following rule and regulation is in accordance with Article III, Section 3.8 of the General Declaration for Oak Meadows Ranch and the Articles of Incorporation of Oak Meadows Homeowner’s Association, which grant the Association the authority to administer and enforce the provisions of the Declaration and all rules and regulations applicable within Oak Meadows Ranch; and pursuant to C.R.S. 38-33.3-101 et. seq. known as the Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act.

Rule and Regulation No. 20010 - 001

Architectural Control Committee:

Schedule of Fines

WHEREAS Article IX, Section 9.1 of the General Declaration for Oak Meadows Ranch requires approval of all changes to property within the subdivision by the Oak Meadows Homeowners' Association Board of Directors, acting by and through the Architectural Control Committee, and defines "change in the existing state of property";

WHEREAS Article IX, Section 9.4 of the General Declaration for Oak Meadows Ranch states that failure to accomplish approved construction and/or changes in the existing state of property within one year after approval or to complete said work in accordance with the terms of approval shall result in the revocation of the approval; and

LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT Oak Meadows Homeowners' Association ("OMHA"), on behalf of the Architectural Control Committee ("ACC"), establishes the following rule and regulation regarding the imposition of monetary penalties ("fines") for failure to accomplish changes in the existing state of property within the parameters set forth in the governing documents of OMHA.

1.  New construction without prior ACC approval 
Initiation of new construction of a residence, guest home and/or an addition to an existing building without prior approval of the ACC shall result in the imposition of a $10,000 fine per occurrence. 
2.   All other construction and/or changes without prior ACC approval

Initiation of all other construction and or changes to the existing state of property without prior approval of the ACC shall result in the imposition of a $1,000 fine per occurrence.

3.  Failure to complete construction within one year of ACC approval

All construction must be completed within one year of ACC approval.  Under extenuating circumstances, property owners may apply to the ACC for an extension of the timeframe in which construction must be completed.  If an extension has not been requested or granted and construction has not been completed within one year, a $250 per month fine
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shall be imposed until the construction has been completed and an inspection by the ACC determines that the work has been completed according to approved documents. 

4. Construction not in accordance with approved ACC documents

All construction and changes to the existing state of property must be completed in accordance with documents submitted to and approved by the ACC.  Modification of approved construction documents, if any, require review and approval by the ACC prior to implementation of such modifications.  This applies to new construction, other construction and changes in the existing state of property and includes, but is not limited to, building materials, colors, grading plans, floor plans, landscaping plans and elevations.  Failure to complete construction and changes to the existing state of property in accordance with documents and modifications, if any, submitted to and approved by the ACC will result in the imposition of a $500 per month fine.

5.  Construction hours

Construction is permitted within the Association Monday through Saturday between the hours of 7:00 am and 7:30 pm MST and Sunday between the hours of 10:00 am and 5:00 pm MST.  This applies to new construction, other construction and changes to the existing state of property.  Failure to comply with the construction hours herein set forth will result in the imposition of a $1,000 fine per occurrence. 

6.  Notice to property owner required

A.  A notice detailing the alleged infraction(s) of this rule and regulation and applicable fine(s) shall be sent by the OMHA Board of Directors ("Board") to the property owner at the address of record.  

B.  The notice shall advise the property owner of the Board's intent to review any fines recommended by the ACC related to the property and shall contain the date, time and location of the Board's meeting at which the issue(s) shall be discussed.  

C.  The notice shall be sent by certified mail and by first class mail and shall be postmarked at least 10 days prior to the scheduled Board meeting.

D.  If the property owner or his designated representative attends the noticed meeting, he/she shall be permitted to participate in any discussion related to the noticed issue(s) and proposed fine(s).

7.  All fines reviewed and approved by Board shall be assessed and owed to OMHA; subject to OMHA rule and regulation regarding collection of unpaid assessments

The Board shall review all fines proposed by the ACC.  If approved by a majority of the Board members attending the noticed meeting, the Board shall notify the property owner in writing of the fine and shall cause it to be assessed to the property owner.  The fine shall be reflected on the property owner's monthly invoice and shall be payable to OMHA.  All fees not received within thirty (30) days shall be considered past due and subject to penalties and fees related to the collection of unpaid assessments.  (Reference:  OMHA Rule and Regulation No. 2006 - 002:  Collection of Unpaid Assessments.
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8.  Dispute resolution between Board and property owner are subject to OMHA Alternative Dispute Resolution rule and regulation.

All disputes regarding this ACC rule and regulation and any decisions made by the Board regarding imposition of fines shall be resolved in accordance with the procedures set forth in OMHA Rule and Regulation No. 2006-005: Alternative Dispute Resolution.
